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SAMPLING OF ACCOMPLISHMENTS

· Represented our Southern Colorado Region in the first Annual State of the State Luncheon hosted by the Greater Denver Chamber of Commerce (May 2007).  

· Provided nominations for the Governor’s Transportation and P-20 Education Panels, as well as task forces for the 208 Commission on Health Reform.  Several of our members were subsequently appointed to these panels and task forces. 
· Responded to an ever increasing number of requests for Action 22 involvement at the statewide level.

· The Action 22 Tourism Committee led the way in developing and printing a 23-county brochure as well as creating a tourism website (www.coloradosfrontier.com), Partnerships for Tourism efforts are now in place (six counties in southeast Colorado; six counties in the San Luis Valley and five on the Front Range from Pueblo South).

· Established an Energy Committee in May, 2007 to work on existing and emerging energy issues facing Southern Colorado. 

· Continued to provide leadership in the development of water solutions.  

· Strengthened alliances with Club 20, Progressive 15, Colorado Counties, Colorado Municipal League, Colorado Association of Commerce and Industry and other related organizations.

· Continued to work on the establishment and implementation of the “Ports to Plains” Trade Corridor.

· Aggressively monitored and responded to legislation that impacted the Action 22 area.
· Provided a leadership role in implementing Water Principles, Transportation Principles, Health Principles and Telecommunications Principles.

· Continued ongoing efforts to maintain the Colorado Transportation Commissions Resource Allocation formula at current levels.   
· Matured as a nonpartisan forum where thoughts and comments on the future of Southern Colorado are openly discussed.
