The meeting was called to order by Chairman Conyers at 8:30 a.m.  Those present introduced themselves.  
The agenda was reviewed and two items were added to the agenda:  11a – Leadville Arkansas River Letter and 15a Governor’s Health Plan (which was later removed).    
Minutes
The minutes of the February 22, 2008 meeting were approved on motion of Andy Wyatt, seconded by Mike Bandera and carried.
Financial Reports

Motion to file the financial reports for audit was made by CJ Robinson, seconded by Dave Ferrill and carried.  

Policy Development

Supporting Transportation Panel Recommendations – Motion was made by Barbara Montgomery, seconded by Dave Ferrill to approve the resolution supporting the Transportation Panel Recommendations.  Motion carried with 9 votes in favor and 0 against.

Opposing COGCC Proposed Rules – Motion was made by Charlie Spielman, seconded by Mike Bandera to approve the resolution opposing the COGCC Proposed Initial Rules.  Motion carried with 8.5 votes for and .5 against.

Opposing Stringent Mining Reclamation Standards – Motion was made by Charlie Spielman, seconded by Mike Bandera to approve the resolution opposing stringent mining reclamation standards.  An amendment was made on motion of Barbara Montgomery, seconded by Charlie Spielman to change the wording in the resolution (changing the Therefore be it resolved to “Whereas, HB08-1165 includes upfront deposits for future reclamation costs and curbs the industry’s operations in the State, thus causing Colorado to be less competitive, and” … “Therefore, be it Resolved, Action 22 opposes the stringent mining reclamation standards as written in HB08-1165.”  Motion to amend the resolution was carried.   Motion to approve the resolution was approved with 9 votes in favor, 0 against.  
Development of Energy Resources – Motion to approve resolution as amended was made by Charlie Spielman, seconded by Barbara Montgomery and carried with 9 votes in favor, 0 against.  (Amendment:  2nd Whereas, change to “Whereas, producing energy in the United States is a matter of homeland security, as well as reducing our nation’s dependence on foreign energy supply, and…”  In addition, “geothermo energy” was added to the list.)
Amended – Development of Renewable Energy Resources – This resolution, adopted in October of 2004 was amended by the Energy Committee striking “Colorado currently produces about 2% of its electricity from renewable sources” and replacing it with “Colorado is currently increasing its production of electricity from renewable sources, and…”   Motion to approve the amended resolution was made by Charlie Spielman, seconded by Jim Osborne and carried with 9 votes in favor, 0 against.
Rescind – Renewable Energy 03-02 EN 1 – Resolution was adopted in February of 2003 and duplicates the resolution that was just amended.   Motion to rescind the resolution was made by Charlie Spielman, seconded by Barbara Montgomery and carried with 9 votes in favor, 0 against.  

Support “Building Blocks” concept for Health Reform – Motion was made by Byron Geer, seconded by Matt Heimerich to approve the resolution supporting the health reform concept and offering assistance as details of the plan begin to develop.  Motion carried with 9 votes in favor, 0 against.
Letter Supporting SB 194 Public Health Revitalization – Motion was made by Byron Geer, seconded by Matt Heimerich to approve the letter regarding Public Health Revitalization adding another sentence with regard to Action 22 assisting as details come out and adding the Health Principles as the letter is sent out to Legislative Committees.   Motion carried with 9 votes in favor, 0 votes against and 1 abstaining (Dave Ferrill).
Finance Task Force – Motion was made by Barbara Montgomery, seconded by Dave Ferrill to ratify the establishment of a Finance Task Force to look at the operations of Action 22, focus on internal controls, better manage the budget and look at board involvement in fiduciary responsibilities.  Motion carried with 9 votes in favor, 0 against.  
Summer Event – Cathy reported on the “Summer Event” concept being brought forward by the Marketing Committee.   Motion to approval the concept was made by Bob Stovall, seconded by Dave Ferrill and carried with 9 votes in favor, 0 against.   The Marketing Committee will be back in April with an Event name and forecasted budget to obtain final approval to run or not run with the program.

OPEN DISCUSSION
General discussion was held on HB 1368 brought up by Andy Wyatt.  Andy, Matt, Charlie and Bob Stovall volunteer to review a draft position based on our current positions.
