Majority of folks unable to attend Action 22 functions indicate too many conflicts and difficulty in getting away.

NEWSLETTER

Majority of those responding felt that the MONDAY MORNING UPDATES replace the need for the newsletter.

In addition, majority believe an Annual Report may provide members a marketing tool for gaining sponsors and memberships.  

COMMITTEE SUMMITS AND REGIONAL MEETINGS

Majority of members recommend centralizing the location of Committee Summits (in the Action 22 area) and holding Regional Meetings more frequently – two times a year.  

ANNUAL CONFERENCE

Majority of members prefer Pueblo for election years vs. Colorado Springs and other communities during off election years.

WORKSHOPS

Majority recommend customizing workshops in regions while a minority produced a tie in holding workshops in each of the regions and centralizing them on I-25.  

POLITICAL ACTION

Majority recommend continuing the Weekly Legislative Update and having a copy of the analysis. 

Comments included:  Brief Summary with direction on where more info can be located; helped me a great deal in learning what is actually happening at the state level.  Action 22 needs to take a position on bills – maybe not all of them – but some; or who will care about us?; The brevity of the update is good because we are all so time pressured.

COLORADO TODAY

Issues Facing Colorado

Indian gaming, attacks on the use of cyanide in mining operations, general rural economic development issues and challenges; Economic Development, Water & Transportation and loss of our community college; Economic Development, Retention of Water; TABOR; Growth; Growing Numbers of undocumented folks without health care and other resources.  This impacts all agencies, etc.; Government perceives it is easy to work with them and they are eager for new companies to move to Pueblo; Funding for County; Jobs, Ret4ntion of Water Resources; Water; and Health Issues; Population growth, lack of new business to attract that population; Lack of funding for basic government services; economic development; Water; TABOR and state tax policy and how it affects funding; Water; Transportation and affordable housing; health care, Transportation and Telecommunications; Economic Development; The economy, lack of leadership.

Issues Facing Community

Overall state tax policy is the biggest issue with Transportation a close seconded; Water & encouraging economic development in all of Colorado, not just the Front Range; Economic development; Water; TABOR; Water; TABOR; Uninsured; Higher Education funding; Getting Colorado kids into higher education; TABOR and Gallagher; Funding at all levels; excessive growth and lack of water resources; higher education crisis; Budget (TABOR); Water; Health Care Access; Funding for higher education and maintenance funding for all existing state facilities; fixing TABOR; Health care and higher education; Road Improvements; CBGS; Public micromanagement of the state legislature through the ease in which amendments can be placed on the state’s constitution.
