LEGISLATIVE TODAY

May 5, 2008

HAPPENINGS AT THE CAPITOL

The 2008 Legislative Session is scheduled to end Wednesday, May 7.   
SB08-244   Transportation Preservation Act – Action 22 just a few days ago, sent out a poll to its Membership on the merits of this bill (increase in registration fees, etc.).  The bill was killed in the General Assembly this past Friday.    

Severance Tax Ballot Initiative—by CML (Colorado Municipal League)

Ballot initiative on severance tax includes money for local governments From the west steps of the capitol, Gov. Bill Ritter announced his endorsement of a ballot initiative filed Thursday primarily aimed at using new severance tax revenue to fund college scholarships for low- and middle-income Colorado high school graduates. The new initiative replaces Initiative 88, which was previously filed by advocates for higher education and environmental concerns.

Initiative 113 is similar to 88, in that severance taxes collected from oil and gas companies would be increased, primarily through the elimination of the ad valorem tax credit such companies are able to take and elimination of the graduated tax rate. The initiative would also change the way that all oil and gas severance tax revenues are distributed. Proponents expect an additional $200 million in revenue with the passage of the initiative.

Under Initiative 113, DOLA and DNR would each get 22 percent of the revenue, as opposed to the 50 percent they each currently receive. The additional new revenue is estimated to hold harmless the amount of total revenue each department would receive. The remaining 56 percent would be divided 15 percent to a permanent trust fund and 85 percent to a multitude of uses.

In that 85 percent cut, 60 percent would be directed to a newly created college scholarship fund. 10 percent would to the Governor's Energy Office, 15 percent to state and local conservation projects and 15 percent to local government infrastructure.

CML was involved in the negotiations for language on the local government infrastructure piece. While Initiative 88 included money for transportation projects in impacted areas, CML contended that small community water and wastewater infrastructure needs continue to be a statewide crisis, as that need is now approaching $1 billion for around 650 small communities. While CML does not consider positions on initiatives until they qualify for the ballot, the recognition by Governor Ritter and the proponents of this vital need is an outstanding move in the right direction to finally begin to address this critical and continually overlooked need.

Now that the initiative has been filed, it must go through a process leading to the title setting board. Once the title is set, initiative proponents will have to collect approximately 76,000 signatures to qualify for the November ballot.
