WHEREAS, there is limited capacity of I-25 to handle increased freight traffic through the urban centers, and

WHEREAS, the eastern plains counties in Colorado need to have access to north and south direct freight routes, and

WHEREAS, the economic impact to southeastern Colorado counties would be beneficial, now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Action 22 supports the location of the Ports to Plains corridor in the Highway 287/385 alignment from the Oklahoma border through Springfield, Lamar, Eads, Kit Carson to Limon, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Action 22 strongly discourages any modification of the proposed alignment that would deter traffic away from these aforementioned locales.
