SUPPORTING ACCESS TO AFFORDABLE TRANSIT SYSTEMS  

WHEREAS, public transportation for the elderly and persons with disabilities in the small town and rural areas of southeastern Colorado is limited to non-existence, and

WHEREAS, the elderly population in southern Colorado is growing and aging in place, and is faced with isolation and losing their independence, and

WHEREAS, the elderly population and persons with disabilities often have a limited income and fewer resources available to them, now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, Action 22 encourages the State of Colorado to support access to affordable transit systems for the elderly and persons with disabilities in Southern Colorado.
