RESOLUTION

SUPPORTING THE RENEWAL OF THE “OLDER COLORADANS” PROGRAM

WHEREAS,  senior supportive services are currently delivered at the local level through Area Agencies on Aging, who fund various agencies or provide direct services with allocations from the federal Older Americans’ Act (OAA) and State General Fund, and

WHEREAS, there is a growing demand for these services which are aimed at keeping seniors independent and in their own homes as long as possible, and 

WHEREAS,  the number of elderly in Colorado is growing dramatically and there are currently many “unmet needs” for these services, and

WHEREAS, the Federal OAA funding has remained mostly static for a number of years, now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,   Action 22 encourages the State of Colorado to renew the Older Coloradan’s Program on a permanent basis at a $6 million level with COLA increases thereafter maintaining delivery of services at the local level.
