RESOLUTION

SUPPORTING BETTER PROTECTION AND/OR COMPENSATION FOR SURFACE ESTATE OWNERS IMPACTED BY ENERGY PRODUCTION 

WHEREAS, energy producers have the right to reasonable use of the surface state in exploring for, producing and transporting oil, gas and other minerals and Colorado law has evolved toward balancing the interests of the surface estate owner and the energy producers; and

WHEREAS, a significant number of surface owners today have no legal interest in the oil, gas or other minerals being produced and often times their land must be used because such lands are subject to leases which were negotiated and recorded prior to the current owner’s purchase of the surface estate; and

WHEREAS, costly litigation, in attempting to achieve the balance in surface estate protection and production of energy is neither in the interest of the surface owners nor the oil and gas industry; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Action 22 supports the current legislative efforts to address these imbalances and supports the Department of Natural Resources legislation package, HB 1062, HB 1068 and HB 1088, currently before the Colorado General Assembly.
