RESOLUTION

SUPPORTING THE ENDANGERED SPECIES ACT 

WHEREAS, the Endangered Species Act has been due for re-authorization by Congress for several years and,

WHEREAS,  Congress’  inaction on this important issue has done nothing to resolve the growing conflicts of enforcement of the Act, and

WHEREAS,  Southern Colorado has been significantly affected by the designation of endangered species and their critical habitats, but the lack of sound science to support decisions and the obvious use of the ESA as a political club rather than a legitimate tool for recovery of the species requires changes in the law, now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,  Action 22 supports re-authorization of the Endangered Species Act, with amendments:  to subject findings to the same reviews and appeals as other federal agency decisions, to subject findings to scientific peer review, to analyze the economic impact of decisions, and to require an advanced definition of recovery with specific goals.
