RESOLUTION

SUPPORTING CLEAN WATER ACT

WHEREAS, the Clean Water Act has been has been due for re-authorization by Congress for several years and 

WHEREAS, Congressional in-action on this important issue has done nothing to resolve the growing conflicts over the Act, especially on Section 404, and

WHEREAS, recent regulatory interpretations have begun to classify man-made wetlands, and

WHEREAS, Southern Colorado has been significantly affected by the designation of wetlands under Section 404 resulting in serious economic impacts, and

WHEREAS, legislation now under consideration in Congress would re-authorize the Act with modifications to re-define wetlands under Section 404 to more closely reflect the original congressional intent of protecting waterways and to strengthen the economic impact assessment of wetlands protection, now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, Action 22 supports the Clean Water and Safe Drinking Water Act with amendments requiring sound scientific data and criteria for wetland class consistent with the original intent of Congress when passed.
