RESOLUTION

OPPOSING EFFORTS TO IMPOSE “BY-PASS” FLOW OF WATER 

WHEREAS, Action 22 has strongly opposed the Forest Service’s practice of requiring bypass flows in exchange for permits as an unconstitutional taking of private property (water rights) without compensation, and

WHEREAS, Action 22 supports the Colorado “in-stream flow rights” as a valid method for the forest service to enhance the natural flows of streams and rivers within new forest management plans, now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, Action 22 opposes the Forest Service efforts to mandate bypass flow requirements within the National Forest Management Plans and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Action 22 demands the US Forest Service be required to use existing Colorado’s “In-Stream Flow” Program as a means to protect forest streams.
