THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, Action 22 supports and encourages the continued operation of the Cumbres and Toltec Railroad as a major tourist attraction in southern Colorado and Northern New Mexico and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Action 22 encourages the legislatures of 

 the states of Colorado and New Mexico to provide annual appropriations to the Railroad.
