Opposing an Initiative to Establish State Wide Video Lottery Terminals

WHEREAS:  Action 22 is a volunteer membership organization of individuals, businesses, association and county governments in twenty-two south eastern Colorado Counties with a common interest in the future of the area and its mission is to speak with a single unified voice on issues of mutual concern and take positions on issues that have regional economic impacts: and

WHEREAS: The State of Colorado, in a General Election in 1991 approved limited stakes gaming for the three historic mining towns of Blackhawk, Central City and Cripple Creek;

WHEREAS: The voters of Colorado have repeatedly rejected attempts to expand gaming to other areas of Colorado;

WHEREAS: The Colorado State Legislature and Governors Romer and Owens have consistently opposed expansion of statewide gaming;

WHEREAS: An initiative is being  proposed for State Wide VLTs that represents an expansion of gaming inconsistent with the desires of the electorate;

WHEREAS: All gaming operations are under the oversight of the Colorado Division of Gaming, this proposal would place VLTs under the Colorado State Lottery, potentially creating regulatory caos, and 

WHEREAS: State wide VLTs would likely be potentially devastating to the three existing gaming communities, resulting in lost revenues to the State General Fund, the State Historical Fund and the Local Government Gaming Impact Fund;

WHEREAS: Other options exist for creating statewide tourism dollars without the impacts to the current gaming industry and governments;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Action 22 opposes a statewide expansion of Gaming by establishing Video Lottery Terminals at Front Range Race Tracks and Off Track Sites or any other method.
