RESOLUTION 

TRANSPORTATION FUNDING FOR LOCAL ROADWAY PROJECTS

WHEREAS, the Colorado Transportation Commission (CTC) has designated a category of state and federal funds known as Other Regional Priorities (ORP) to address safety, continuity, connectivity, and capacity needs on the Colorado Transportation System, and

WHEREAS, the CTC has recognized the role of alternative modes (i.e. transit, rail) in addressing mobility needs and has supported using ORP funds for alternative mode projects that benefit the state’s highway system and are prioritized through the TPR and MPO regional planning processes, and

WHEREAS, the Action 22 Board of Directors believes that the CTC also should equally recognize the role of major local roadways in addressing the state’s mobility needs; and

WHEREAS, such major local roadway needs and projects which are identified and prioritized through the established cooperative CDOT and local MPO and TPR Long Range Plans and regional Transportation Improvement Programs should also be deemed eligible by CTC policy for these designated ORP funds, and

WHEREAS, this CTC policy change would allow prioritized local major roadway projects to be eligible to compete for existing ORP funding allocated to each of the 6 CDOT regions statewide, and

WHEREAS, rural TPRs (200,000 or less population) TPR areas located outside Metro Transportation Management Areas and small MPOs have many local roadway transportation needs on local facilities with functional classifications of minor arterial and higher which would provide substantial additional mobility needs and provide substantial benefits to the Colorado Transportation System through improved safety, continuity, connectivity, and capacity and; 

WHEREAS, the Action 22 Board of Directors recognize that such local off-system roadway needs currently exist within the state TPRs and will need additional funding for timely and successful implementation, now

 THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,  that Action 22 hereby endorses, recommends, and supports, in cooperation with other TPRs, the development and adoption of CTC and Colorado Department of Transportation policies which will:

(1) make minor arterial and higher off-System roadways and projects that may be identified and assigned priorities through the rural TPR and small MPO planning processes eligible for ORP funding.

(2) assist in the identification of such off-System projects that will provide substantial benefits to the State Highway System. 

(3) request CDOT to implement these policies in cooperation among the rural TPRs,  small MPOs, and large MPOs within the CDOT regions.

(4) take effect in fiscal year 2004 and be continued into subsequent years.
