SUPPORT FOR THE U.S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS’ FOUNTAIN CREEK WATERSHED STUDY


WHEREAS, flooding, erosion and sedimentation are concerns to property owners and local governments within the Fountain Creek Watershed, and 


WHEREAS, a regional and comprehensive approach is the proper strategy to address these watershed issues, and  


WHEREAS, eleven local governments within the Pikes Peak Area Council of Governments (PPACG) and the Pueblo Area Council of Governments (PACOG) have been collaborating over the last few years on flooding, erosion and sedimentation issues affecting the Fountain Creek Watershed, and 


WHEREAS, Federal funding was received and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) has conducted a Reconnaissance Study of the Fountain Creek Watershed, and has determined that further study through a comprehensive Fountain Creek Watershed Study is required to assess the extent of the Federal interest in participating in a solution to these watershed issues.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That ACTION 22 supports the eleven local governments in their efforts to secure the local funds necessary to cost-share with the Corps on the Fountain Creek Watershed Study, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that ACTION 22 supports additional federal funds for the federal share of the Fountain Creek Watershed Study, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that ACTION 22 supports the development and completion of a Fountain Creek Watershed Study that will lead to recommended conceptual projects and solutions to address the flooding, erosion and sedimentation issues within the Fountain Creek Watershed.
