SUPPORTING PUBLIC HIGHER EDUCATION IN SOUTHERN COLORADO

WHEREAS, a quality education is at every level essential for economic and civic well being of every Colorado student, and  


WHEREAS, higher education, in one or more of its many forms, is virtually a necessity in today’s world for all students and prospective students, and


WHEREAS, the existence of higher education greatly enhances community and economic development, and


WHEREAS, local involvement in higher education institutions assists in the continued improvements and success of the facility and community, and


WHEREAS, the Action 22 counties are home to three four-year institutions and five two-year institutions that are individually unique and vital in serving Southern Colorado citizens over 36,530 square miles of Colorado, representing roughly 35% of the state’s land area, and


WHEREAS, Southern Colorado trails the northern part of Colorado in per capita income and our future economic growth and prosperity in this region will depend on an established and well-supported public higher education system in the southern part of the State, and


WHEREAS, the Action 22 counties representing southern Colorado believe that there is an inherent value to a statewide community college system governance that allows risk-sharing and economies of scale while continuing to search for efficiencies and cost savings where possible, now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Action 22 opposes the consolidation, elimination or privatization of public higher education institutions in southern Colorado and urges the General Assembly to support our public higher education institutions in southern Colorado.
