DRAFT:   OPPOSING STRINGENT MINING RECLAMATION STANDARDS

WHEREAS, HB 1165 would increase permitting risk and uncertainty beyond in-situ uranium mining to all Colorado hard rock mining, and

WHEREAS,  this legislation could very well jeopardize the minerals industry and the economic vitality of the State of Colorado, and

WHEREAS, the proposal would allow local governments to exceed their traditional authority and perhaps, ban permissible mining activity, which could very well jeopardize the relationship between local governments and the state, and 

WHEREAS, current hard rock operations work well with mineral and surface owners and incorporating ambiguous and open-ended phrases in the legislation could actually hinder on-going effective practices, and

WHEREAS, a lot of cooperation and hard work went into the Mined Land Reclamation Act (MLRA) which was substantially revised in 1993 and is working, now

WHEREAS, HB08-1165 includes upfront deposits for future reclamation costs and curbs the industry’s operations in the State, thus causing Colorado to be less competitive, and
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, Action 22 opposes stringent mining reclamation standards as written in HB08-1165.
